A record number of the Washington State residents, between 11,000 and 12,000, are living with HIV/AIDS today. The cost of care can be financially debilitating and can preclude someone from gaining private insurance if they don’t already have it. The drugs required to treat HIV can cost between $1,500 and $4,500 every month.  The current budget has a $2.3M cut for HIV care services in the next year alone. Without these medications HIV+ people will have a decline in health and cost the state more. 
Ten to fifteen percent of HIV+ people do not know they are infected. Every dollar effectively spent on HIV prevention saves not just lives, but in the long run, money. Prevention education helps protect people from becoming infected when their partners do not know their status. $3.2M being cut from prevention funding will have a drastic result in new infections across our state.
Other human services also face cuts in our state budget this year. People living with HIV rely on multiple social services just to make it by. The budget cuts this year will debilitate and dismantle the network of social services that have taken decades to create.
